-------------------- Script --------------------

Scene opens with David’s brother peeking above edge of stage.  Goliath is standing in front of the stage taunting the people of Israel(do this for about a minute).

Eliab:
I can’t believe it!  He’s so big and strong!  Do you think he can see me?  Oh 


no, he’s coming this way!  Duck!

Duck behind the stage and then slowly come back up, peeking over the edge again.

Eliab:
Whew!  That was close.  I hear no one has come forward to fight him yet.


The king is still waiting for someone to volunteer.  Well, it’s going to be a


long wait if you ask me.


David enters

David:  
[in a loud voice] HEY!  WHY IS EVERONE HIDING?

Eliab  jumps and turn suddenly, startled by David’s arrival.

Eliab:  
SHHH!  What’s the matter with you!?  Do you want him to see us?  Why


aren’t you home watching the sheep, sheep boy?

David 
Who?  You mean that big, ugly guy out on the field?  He is going to see 


me pretty soon.  I’m going to fight him – but I brought you your lunch 


first.

Eliab burst into laughter, as they slowly duck behind the stage. (Hold up sign saying, “king Saul wants to talk to David.”)

David:
King Saul, please do not be afraid because your servant will go and 


fight the giant.

King Saul:
Now stop kidding around, little boy!  Going up against this guy would


be crazy!  You’d be dead meat!

David:
Your servant is a shepherd boy, but I have beaten a bear in battle.

King Saul:
Do tell.

David:
When I saw a bear taking off with one of our father’s sheep, I went 


after it and killed it – not because I was so strong, but because God


was with me.  He gave me strength to do it.  And since God helped me


kill a bear, he can help me defeat this giant too!

King Saul:
“Go, and the Lord be with you!”

David exits, and goes to meet the giant.  David and Goliath scene just like V.B.S
