Bart:

[Monica enters from stage right.  Bart turns toward her.]  Excuse


me, miss – we’re out here for a special interview and want to know, 


What do you think Heaven will be like?

Monica:
Oh!  Well.. my idea of Heaven is to never have to work again!  If I 


lived in Heaven I’d be able to sit and watch TV all day and have 


people bring me soda pop and chocolates and ice cream!  

Bart:
Ya, that would be really cool, I would eat pizza all day.  But don’t you think Heaven will be more special?  More unusual?  

Monica
Well – no.  I don’t think Heaven is really that much different from 


Earth.  I don’t think anyone really knows for sure what it will be like.

Bart:
Uh, well, thank you for your comments.  [Turns to audience]  Oh, 

Uh – here comes someone else. [turns left]  Sir!  Sir!  May I have a word with 
you? [ Steve enters and approaches Bart.]  Sir – we 
are doing a special interview for our television audience, and I was


wondering if you could share with us what your idea of what 


Heaven is – what do you think Heaven will be like?

Steve:
Certainly dud, righteous.  I don’t know.  I’ve never really thought  


about it.  I’m sure it will be like one giant wave.  Just me and my 


surfboard, hanging ten with Jesus,  radical!  I’ve never thought


about it … well until now.  That’s crazy.

Bart:
You’ve never thought about it.  Not even once?

Steve:
Nope.  

Bart:
Uh, OK – thank you for your comments.  [ Steve exits quickly and 


Jennifer enters.  Bart speaks to audience:]  Well,  let’s try another 


Person, shall we?  [Turns toward Jennifer.]  Oh miss – could I


Have a moment of your time?

Jennifer:
Yes?  What can I do for you?

Bart:
My name is Bart Gibbons, and I’m interviewing folks on the streets


of Oakview today to find out what their idea of Heaven is.  Can you 


tell our audience what you think Heaven will be like?

Jennifer:
Well, according to the Bible, it’s going to be a place where there will


be no more death or sadness or crying or pain.

Bart:
How interesting!  Then you believe that Heaven is a real place?

Jennifer:
Of course Heaven is a real place!  It’s just difficult to imagine a place


where things are so much better than they are here on earth.  Just think


no more pain – no even a headache!  It’s kind of hard to imagine, isn’t


it?

Bart:
Well,  yes, but – how can you be so sure Heaven will be like that?

Jennifer:
Because the Bible says so.  And the Bible also says that because Jesus 


gave his life to pay for our sins, we will be able to go there to be with


Him one day!

Bart:
One day?  When will that day be?

Jennifer:
Well, no one knows exactly, but Jesus said he is coming back soon!  


And if we believe in him and accept him as our Savior, he has 


promised to take us to live with him in Heaven – forever!  No one has 


a hope of going to Heaven without Jesus!  [Pause]  How about you, 


Bart?  Do you have this hope?  Have you accepted Jesus?

Bart:

Bart:
[pause and think] Well … YES!  Yes I do!  Hang on just a second …

about that other thing… there really won’t be any more sadness or 


crying there?
