Lost and Found

Scripture:  Luke 15:1-7

Characters:  2 sheep puppets, shepherd

Props:  Sign reading “The Next Day”

Players:  Betsy & April

Sheep enter bleating:  “baa, baa, baa.”


Sheep #1:  [turns to the right]  Hey, I think I see a wolf over there!

Sheep #2:  [look in same direction] Where?  Where?  I don’t see anything, are you sure?

Sheep #1: [looks at sheep]  Ya, ya, I know what I saw and it was definitely a wolf.

Sheep #2: [still looking in direction of wolf]  Well, I don’t see anything now.  I remember I once saw a movie about this wolf, and he was following this girl named, “lil’ red riding hood.”  But he stop following her because he saw these pigs that lived in a house, and wanted to blow their house down.  But then all of a sudden a pig named Babe came out of the house and started talking about how he had to get to market, ‘cuz his brother was staying home and his other brother was eating roast beef…

Sheep #1 [Interupting]  Hey, pigs aren’t suppose to eat roast beef!  And anyway, you have your story mixed up.  Everyone knows that pigs can’t talk.

[Both sheep continue to look in direction of wolf sighting.  While sheep are looking off to one side, the shepherd enters from the opposite side of stage]

Shepherd:  Hey you guys, how come you’re not eating?

[Sheep #2 looks at Shepherd]

Sheep #2:  We’ve grazed here all day!  There’s nothing left!

Shepherd:  Well, I found a really good spot over on the other side of the hill.  Follow me!

[All Sheep except Sheep #1 exit after the Shepherd.  Sheep #1 is still looking for the wolf.]

Sheep #1:  That’s strange.  I was sure I saw a wolf!  [Looks around.]  Hey!  Where did everybody go?  [Pause.]  OK you guys, very funny!  Ha, ha jokes over.  You can come out now [Pause.]  Guys?  This isn’t funny!  Come on, quit fooling around!  [Looks at audience.]  This has to be a joke.  They wouldn’t leave me alone on purpose, especially with a wolf…out…there…somewhere….[Frightened:]  Guys!  Wait!  Come back!  Don’t leave me! [Runs off stage]

Hold up sign, “The next Day”; slowly lower the sign.  Sheep #1 enters crying.

Sheep #1:  I want my shepherd!  I’ve looked and looked for him and for the other sheep, and I can’t find them anywhere!  I’m cold and I’m hungry and I can’t believe they just left me out here alone!

Sheep #1 puts his head down and cries; after a moment, the shepherd enters.

Shepherd:  Oh there you are!  I’ve been looking for you everywhere!   Are you OK?

Sheep #1:  [rushes over to the shepherd and leans on him] Oh, Shepherd!  I’m so glad you found me!  [Pulls away from the Shepherd.]  Hey!  How come you guys went off and left me out here all alone?

Shepherd:  We didn’t leave you – you didn’t follow!  Didn’t you  hear me tell everyone to follow me to the other side of the hill?

Sheep #1:  [sniffs] Well, no.  I thought I saw a wolf and I was looking to see if I could spot him, and when I turned around everyone was gone!  I was so afraid – I thought you had left me and I’d never see you again!

Shepherd:  Oh, little sheep, don’t you know I would never leave you out here all alone and in danger?  As soon as I saw you were missing, I left the rest of the flock to find you.  I’ve been searching for you all night.

Sheep #1:  You were out looking for me all night?

Shepherd:  Of course!  I care about you, and will always look after you.  I will always be here when you need me.

Sheep #1:  Shepherd?

Shepherd:  Yes?

Sheep #1:  Thanks for coming to find me.  I’m kinda hungry.  Can we catch up with the others and get something to eat?  Oh, don’t tell the other guys that I was scared.  I don’t want them to think that I was a  “chicken.”

Shepherd:  Were you crying when I found you?

Sheep #1:  [looks at audience] Oh no, big sheep don’t cry.
